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ABSTRACT

Linguocognitive and linguocultural analysis of cultural concepts is the main
area of modern interdisciplinary research. Particular interest is the study of concepts
that reflect the history, social life and culture of a nation. This article is devoted to the
stages of formation of the cultural concept “flapper” in the American conceptual model
of society. The choice of the object of study is due to its importance as a semi-symbol
of the era of the 20s of the last century. The flapper concept represents the image of a
young and courageous American woman who has changed the standards of behavior
and beauty. The emergence of this concept was due to economic and social changes
in the life of American society in the 1920s. The new phenomenon of social and
cultural life was characterized by a value attitude of the society, that is why it was
formed into a concept. The new concept, being integrated into the conceptual system,
supplements or changes the worldview of the nation, as in the case with the concept
of “flapper”, which in many ways changed the concept of “woman”, as well as the
attitude of society to it. Being a unit of the conceptual model of the world, at the
cognitive level, the concept of “flapper” is manifested in the value relation to the
concept from the point of view of social norms, expressed in condemnation or
approval; on a pragmatic level — in the impulses to follow the example, or to cease the
existence of such a concept. As a category of consciousness, the concept of “flapper”
is a combination of rational and emotional, concrete and abstract components. The
rational component of this concept is represented by the objective characteristics of
the social and verbal behavior of young women, due to values, norms and rules;
feelings of sympathy and antipathy as emotional reactions to behavior represent the
emotional component. The specific in the concept is the sensually given
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characteristics of the image, which is part of material reality. The conceptualization
process of the flapper phenomenon is analyzed in this article.
