Summary
In the article the Sherlock Holmes’s image as a way of opening the cultural
values of Victorian culture is considered by the author. Holmes' investigations
are besed not only on cultural values, but explore and test the dual stratification
of mythological factors: not only Holmes but also the entire Victorian era, which
eventually became a variant of the myth of the lost “golden age”, are
mythicized.
