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ABSTRACT

The paper considers the didactic potential of the lesson-excursion for the
development and enrichment of oral and written speech of pupils, motivating their
cognitive activity. Particular attention is paid to the formation of speech competencies
and a positive attitude to learning. The relevance of the study is due to the need to
understand the possibilities of lessons-excursions in terms of speech development of
modern schoolchildren. The research methodology contains general theoretical and
special methods. The purpose of the study is to describe and characterize non-standard
lessons-excursions to the library for secondary pupils. It is determined that the lesson-
excursion in secondary school is used mainly for the purpose of learning about the world
in the lessons of science, geography, history. Instead, the use of such lessons to
develop speech is quite limited. The potential of using the excursion in terms of speech
development remains undiscovered, i.e. requires a systematic analysis, the purpose of
which is to describe and characterize non-standard lessons-excursions for secondary
pupils that help develop oral and written speech. Lessons-excursions is an event that
involves pupils in various activities that are closely related to the needs of life, clearly
demonstrating how the theoretical knowledge gained during training, applied in practice,
in a particular situation. The paper comprehends the experience of conducting lessons-
excursions in the Ukrainian language for pupils of 5-6 grades. These lessons were
developed and conducted within the educational practice of future teachers of Ukrainian
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language and literature who are studying at the Kremenchuk Mykhailo Ostrohradskyi
National University. Step-by-step algorithms of lessons-excursions in the library are
given. Various practical tasks of problematic and creative character are offered, which it
is expedient to use at lessons-excursions for development of oral and written speech.
The proposed practical tasks and exercises systematize knowledge, improve language
skills, develop creative abilities and improve children's oral and written speech.

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ABSTRACT

The article describes emotional intelligence of a university lecturer. It is given the
definition of the term «emotional intelligence», revealed its origin. The work describes the
main emotional intelligence skills: self-awareness, self-regulation, empathy, motivation,
social skills. The author pays attention to Johari Window technique, which helps people
better understand their relationship with themselves and others. The article gives a
possibility to get acquainted with a list of questions which could be used to assess
teacher’s work in a class, content of the course, students’ satisfaction with the course,
recommendations of improving the course etc. These questions are divided into the
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following categories: 1) instructor-specific question themes; 2) course-specific question
themes; 3) student self-evaluation questions; 4) open-ended questions. The author of the
article also represents some emotional self-regulation strategies, which can be applied in
a class. It is explained the difference between a teacher, who is a leader and a usual
teacher, who is just an executor of the demanded actions. There is an example of a
questionnaire, which helps to determine leader’s style.

According to Hersey and Blanchard Situational Leadership Theory a leader’s
ability to lead depends upon situation factors. These scientists focused a great part of
their research on the characteristics of followers in determining appropriate leadership
behaviours. According to this theory, leader’s styles are divided into: directing, coaching,
supporting, delegating. The author also explains the difference between a relation-
oriented and a task-oriented leader.

Key words: emotional intelligence, university lecturer, leader’s style, leadership
behavior, questionnaire.

Introduction. Economic development of any country depends greatly on
world view of its citizens. Personality, professional, ideological qualities of
specialists are greatly influenced by educational system, atmosphere in
educational institution, by teachers themselves. In this article we'll try to highlight
competencies of emotional intelligence of a university lecturer; discuss why it's
important for a teacher to inspire students and to be a leader for them.

Emotional intelligence became the object of scientific investigations in the
works of such scientists as D. Goleman, D. Clark, T. Bradberry, C. Stanley,
J. Mayer, D. Caruso, H. Gardner, D. Ljusin, G. Garskova, A. Leontiev,
I. Andreeva, A. Pankratova, T. Berezovska, S. Mogilyasta and others. To
understand the connection between emotional intelligence and leadership we
should also refer to the works of scientist who devoted their studies to
leadership. So, different aspects of leadership were studied by such American
and European scientists: P. Hersey, K. Blanchard, J. Rost, F. Fielder, R. Bolden,
B. Kellerman, C. Stevens, R. Heifetz, B. Johansen, G. Homans, S. Mitchell,
J. Hemphill and others. Different aspects of educational leadership were
discussed in details in the works of such scientists as K. Leithwood, E. Samier,
P. Milley, M. Wheatley, S. Kalashnikova, L. KKaramushka, S. Kurbatov,
N. Volkova, O. Romanovskij, V. Krizhko and others.

Research methods and techniques. Research methods are the analysis
of scientific and pedagogical literature in order to determine importance and
connection between emotional intelligence and university leadership.

Results and discussions. Emotional intelligence is one of the main
characteristics of the leader. This term means the ability to understand and
manage your emotions as well as recognize and influence the emotions of
people around you. It was first coined by researches John Mayer and Peter
Salovey in 1990, later psychologist Daniel Goleman popularized it. More than a
decade ago, Goleman highlighted the importance of emotional intelligence in
leadership, telling the Harvard Business Review, «The most effective leaders are
all alike in one crucial way: They all have a high degree of what has come to be
known as emational intelligence» (Lauren Landry, 2019).

We'll highlight five emotional intelligence skills, each leader should
have (Lauren Landry, 2019):
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- Self-Awareness it's a clear understanding of your strength,
limitations, emotions, beliefs. Very often, people who have low level of self-
awareness make worse decisions, can deal worse with conflicts.

Speaking about self-awareness we should mention Johari window (Chart
1), a technique, which helps people better understand their relationship with
themselves and others. It was created by scientists Josef Luft and Harrington
Ingham and got its name «Johari» by a combination of their first names (Johari
Window. Wikipedia; Self-awareness. Wellbeing Support Services):

It's useful for instructors to know students’ attitude towards their
course and their personality in general. Therefore, there can be presented
the list of approximate questions to assess teacher’s work in a class, content
of the course, students’ satisfaction with the course, recommendations of
improving the course etc. The questions can be divided into the following
categories (Course Evaluation Question Bank):

1) Instructor-Specific Question Themes

a) the instructor presented content in an organized manner;

b) the instructor was helpful when | had difficulties or questions;

¢) the instructor provided clear constructive feedback;

d) the instructor encouraged student questions and patrticipation;

e) the instructor encouraged participation;

f) mandatory: considering both the limitations and possibilities of the subject
matter and the course, how would you rate the overall effectiveness of this instructor?

2) Course-Specific Question Themes

a) the course was effectively organized;

b) the course developed my abilities and skills for the subject;

c) the course (or section) developed my ability to think critically
about the subject;

d) considering both the limitations and possibilities of the subject matter
and the course, how would you rate the overall effectiveness of this course?

3) Student Self-Evaluation Questions

a) how many classes (or section) sessions did you attend?

b) on average, how many hours per week have you spent on this
course (or section), including attending classes, doing readings, reviewing
notes, writing papers, and any other course-related work?

¢) how satisfied were you with your effort in this course (or section)?

4) Open-Ended Questions

a) please identify what you consider to be the strengths of the
course (or section);

b) please identify area(s) where you think the course (or section)
could be improved;
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c) feedback for other students: What advice would you give to
another student who is considering taking this course (or section)?

- Self-regulation is the ability to manage your emotions, impulses,
behaviours. (Lauren Landry, 2019).

To create positive atmosphere in a class its necessary for teachers to
regulate their emotions by using effective strategies. The main emotional
self-regulation strategies which help to regulate emotions and maintain
healthy learning atmosphere (Zineb Djoub , 2018):

1) setting a professional code of conduct;

2) being self-confident;

3) equipping yourself with the tools to feel secure (learning more
about your students; being well-prepared is essential to feel secure and
comfortable; learning how to deal with embarrassing situations; collaborating
with your colleagues);

- Empathy is the ability to understand another person’s emotions,
experience. By empathy we mean (Morin Amanda):

1) putting aside judgment;

2) trying to understand the student’s feelings;

3) communicating to understand. For students, who learn and think
differently is very important to feel that they are understood and supported. It
helps them to stay motivated, increase self-awareness.

While speaking about leadership, we should pay attention to motivation.
Motivation is the ability to inspire yourself and your students to work. It's
important to be an example for others, take the initiative, stay optimistic during
turbulent times. Unfortunately, many teachers come to their work daily without
any enthusiasm. Consequently, leaders and usual workers behave differently at
work (Lauren Landry, 2019). There is a chart (chart 2) to illustrate it:

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It should be noted, that there are different types of leaders. A relation-
oriented leaders pay attention to people, create atmosphere of mutual trust
and respect, try to learn needs of subordinates. A task-oriented leader
determines the direction of activity and work norms. Fred Fielder studied the
relationship between leadership style, situation and results of group work, he
came to the further conclusion. Leader, who is task-oriented is more
successful in very favourable and very unfavourable situations. As for
favourable situations, all subordinates support the leader and agree with him
(her), besides he has a power. All those conditions are necessary to structure
the work of subordinates in the right direction. Similarly, very unfavourable
situations also need structure and right direction of activity. Relation-oriented
leader is more effective in average difficulty situations, because
communication skills are very important here. To solve the problems, a real
leader should know which relation he (she) has with subordinates, whether the
situation is favourable or unfavourable and choose appropriate style of
behaviour (Kazakevich O., 2019; Daft R., Lein P., 2007).

Leader’s style (type) can be determined by questionnaire. Here are given
examples of some adjectives (chart 3). If leaders while talking about employees
use mostly positive characteristics it means they are focused on the relationship.
These people show care towards others. And vice versa, when leader uses
negative adjectives while describing employees, they are rather task-oriented.
This model can be applied to relationship between a university teacher and
students. Examples of adjectives (Kazakevich O., 2019; Daft R., Lein P.,2007):

According to Hersey and Blanchard Situational Leadership Theory
(Hersey and Blanchard Situational Leadership Model, 2020) a leader’s ability
to lead depends upon situation factors. These scientists focused a great part
of their research on the characteristics of followers in determining
appropriate leadership behaviours. In the chart below (Chart 4) there are
given the characteristics of the followers and appropriate leader style which
is more suitable in the concrete situation.

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We'll try to concentrate on these styles more deeply (Hersey and
Blanchard Situational Leadership Model, 2020):

Directing offers step-by-step instructions, clear explanation of the
consequences, close supervision. The task should be clearly defined and the
stages of the process are easy to follow. This is important because the leader
believes that the followers either do not know what to do or are unwilling and
require therefore a certain degree of coercive power. Blanchard also believes
that this style should be also used for followers who are highly «Enthusiastic
beginners». They have the motivation to do the task but still lack the
competence, which increases their need for directive behaviour.

Coaching. This leadership style is the high directive and high
supportive leadership style. Hersey argued that this style is needed for
followers who are willing, but not able to perform a task. Blanchard, however,
believes this style is necessary for followers, who used to be highly
enthusiastic in the beginning but who lost confidence because their
competences are failing them.

Supporting. This style shows high supportive behaviours, but low
directive behaviours. This may involve listening, praise and a high level of
interaction between leader and follower. In addition, the leader puts a high
level of trust in the follower to achieve the day-to-day tasks as the follower’s
competence has also grown over time. The leader believes that the
subordinate is capable enough of achieving the required tasks largely
independently.

Delegating. This leadership style assumes a low supportive and a
low directive behaviour. The subordinate is perfectly able and willing to
perform the tasks independently and with great responsibility. The leader
can further encourage autonomy, while keeping an eye on not overloading
the follower with responsibility. For this type of followers it is thus important
as a leader to keep observing and monitoring them, in order to provide the
necessary support if needed.

An interesting fact, a research, conducted among 195 leaders from
more than 30 global organizations indicates, that all leaders have common
competencies (Sunnie Giles, 2015):

- high ethical standards and providing a safe environment;

- empowering individuals to self-organize;

- promoting connection and belonging among employees;

- open to new ideas and experimentation;

- committed to the professional and intellectual growth of employees.

Conclusions. Studying the phenomenon of university leadership, the
following conclusion can be made: a university leader should have high level
of emotional intelligence. It's very important for them to develop the ability to
inspire and motivate students, define and structure the work, create positive
collaborative atmosphere. Teachers should be interested in the intellectual
growth of the students but to be one step ahead them. It's useful for teachers
to have feedback about their course and soft skills. And as a result, to work
constantly on personal and professional growth. University teachers, should
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be psychologists to some extent. Depending on the characteristics of a
student, they should apply different leadership styles: directing, coaching,
supporting, delegating.

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ABSTRACT

The article is devoted to the study of the peculiarities of visual teaching
methods usage in the process of professional competencies formation of future
specialists in technology, design, and architecture. With the help of ‘creativity’ and
«visualization» mental maps, the content of these categories within our research is
processed. The interpretation of the categories «creativity», «creation», «clarity» and
«visualization» in modern conditions of the visual density of the educational space is
analyzed. The methods of using modern means of visualization in the process of
students’ visual literacy formation are tested. The effectiveness of the visual aids
usage in the process of the creative competence formation of future specialists in
technology, design, and architecture at all levels of knowledge acquisition has been
studied and experimentally confirmed. The positive influence of tasks with elements of
visualization on the increase of educational activity motivation is analyzed. It is stated
that the transition from the student's involuntary attention to an arbitrary one is natural;
the increase in the level of the student's creative thinking is confirmed. Peculiarities of
professional competencies formation of specialists in technology, design, and
architecture include the obligatory presence of visualization elements in the process of
teaching graphic disciplines. Modern methods and techniques should form visual
literacy from the first stages of the learning process. Professional competence will be
considered formed in the presence of visual culture.

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ABSTRACT

The article outlines the current problems of professional training of future
physical education teachers in universities. It is noted that their professional training
acquires special significance in the current conditions of socio-economic and socio-
cultural transformations in the country and the world. The system of professional
training of future teachers of this profile requires updating the content, finding
additional methods, forms, and means of teaching that will contribute to the formation
of their individual style of professional activity. Such needs are due to changes in the
pedagogical field, updating the requirements for physical education teachers,
presented in official government documents. It has been proven that modelling is an
effective teaching method. Its importance in the process of professional training of
future physical education teachers is emphasized. The purpose of such training is not
only the acquisition of the necessary amount of theoretical knowledge but also the
formation of future teachers' individual style of professional activity as an effective
means of adaptation and self-realization in the realities of a modern school. The article
summarizes the data of theoretical analysis of pedagogical and scientific-methodical
literature on the modelling of pedagogical situations. The essence of modelling as an
important factor in the formation of the individual style of professional activity of the
future teacher is analysed. It is proved that pedagogical situations should be used in
lectures, seminars, and practical classes, especially before preparation for
pedagogical practice. It is determined that effective methods of solving pedagogical
situations are role-playing games, discussions with the analysis of specific situations,
which deepen the knowledge of the discussed problem, activate the creative potential
of future teachers. It is concluded that modelling is an important prerequisite and
means of effective formation of individual style of professional activity of future
physical education teachers in higher education institutions. The approaches of
different authors to the peculiarities of modelling different pedagogical situations and
their impact on the professional development of future teachers are summarized.

Introduction. The formation of the modern system of higher education in
Ukraine is influenced by numerous socio-economic and socio-cultural
transformations taking place in the country and the world. The issue of the
cultivation of creative activity personalities capable of functioning in various
spheres of life in higher education institutions remains relevant. By creating
appropriate learning conditions, teachers can predict the expected results of the
cultivation of individual and personal characteristics of future teachers.

In the field of philosophical, psychological, pedagogical, sociological, and
other related disciplines, the issue of forming an individual style of professional
activity of future teachers is relevant. In this direction, extensive scientific
research is being conducted on the most effective mechanisms and algorithms
for the formation and further development of the individual style of the teacher.
Scholars emphasize the importance of the style of professional activity inherent
in the institution of higher education, as a leading factor in the successful
adaptation of the individual to the realities of a modern school.

Teachers who can respond quickly to changes in the education system
remain in demand. Teachers who understand the content of integration
processes taking place in the world community, and have an active worldview,
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can create an appropriate educational and developmental environment for their
students. Performing their professional tasks, teachers with an established style
of professional activity, through the manifestation of their individuality, can fill
traditional approaches in the organization and conduct lessons with a creative,
innovative component.

The need to increase the professional training level of future teachers, in
particular in physical education, is conceptualized in the Constitution of Ukraine,
laws, and other current documents governing activities in the education and
physical culture field. Thus, the Law of Ukraine «On Physical Culture and
Sports» (1993) emphasizes that the priority of the humanitarian policy of the
state is the comprehensive development of the individual, the result of which
should be the achievement of physical and spiritual perfection. Based on this,
the purpose of physical culture in education is to develop the physical health of
pupils and students, the formation of their mental and physical abilities through
the use of various means and forms of physical education, mass sports.

These goals are expressed in the Law of Ukraine «On Education» (2014),
which states that pedagogical and scientific-pedagogical workers should promote
the development of abilities of students and develop in them the skills of a healthy
lifestyle. That is why to achieve this goal and other educational tasks, they must
constantly improve the level of their general culture and professional skills.

The importance of the issue of forming an individual style of
professional activity of future physical education teachers is also pointed out
by the Law of Ukraine «On Higher Education»; Presidential Decree «On the
National Strategy for Physical Activity in Ukraine until 2025», «Physical
activity — a healthy lifestyle — a healthy nation» (2016), the Concept of the
New Ukrainian School (2017) and other legislative documents.

When preparing future teachers for professional activities, it is very
important to model and test pedagogical situations close to the real conditions of
activity in a modern school. Regardless of how the pedagogical situation is
modelled, the effect of its influence will directly depend on the abilites and
knowledge of the teacher, his/she style of professional activity (Ziaziun, 2000).
Thus, the problem of forming an individual style of professional activity of future
physical education teachers through modelling of pedagogical situations remains
relevant in the social-humanitarian and normative-legislative plane.

The purpose of the study: to substantiate the importance of modelling
pedagogical situations in the formation of individual style of professional activity of
future teachers of physical culture in higher education.

Research methods and techniques. To achieve this goal, research
methods were used: theoretical analysis and semantic-theoretical
generalization. Thus, the theoretical analysis of psychological, pedagogical,
and scientific literature was used to compare different approaches of scientists
in solving the outlined issue of scientific research. The semantic-theoretical
generalization allowed to structure the collected information, to formulate
conclusions and prospects of further scientific investigations in this direction.

Results of the discussion. The task of training future professionals for
their professional activities is relevant for universities both in Ukraine and abroad
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(Nestorenko, 2020; Ostenda etc., 2018). Some researchers consider modelling as
one of the phases of designing any system, the mandatory components of which
he considers the construction, analysis, and optimization of models (Kovalenko,
2014). The author suggests understanding a model as a certain image or
analogue of an imaginary or conditional object, process, or phenomenon. Other
researchers consider modelling pedagogical situations as an effective means of
preparation for communication (Bereziuk, 2009). According to her, its use
contributes to the formation of participants in the educational process of positive
motives for communication, learning theoretical knowledge, and practical actions.

The role of modelling pedagogical situations in the professional training of
future teachers is described by Krasiuk (Krasiuk, 2017). The author notes that only
if the student is involved in the solution of pedagogical situations, as close as
possible to the conditions of the future profession, it will be possible to educate a
creative, proactive, and self-critical teacher. Also, the author proposes to consider
the modelling of pedagogical situations as the process of creating such
situations models. She argues, that in this process real objects are replaced
by symbols, and their relationships are formed not naturally but are
organized by the teacher, i.e. are conditional. According to the author, the
preparation of future teachers for modelling pedagogical situations should be
based on the implementation of the principles of systematization,
diagnostics, optimality, variability, and humanism.

We believe that to compensate for the differences between existent
and simulated situations, the latter must be designed so that it fully
reproduces exactly the actions that the teacher performs in his workplace in
real conditions. That is why the simulated situation should adequately
reproduce the content of the real pedagogical activity of the teacher, and the
relationship of participants in the educational process should be related to
the actual learning activities.

Some researchers consider that the modelling of pedagogical
situations should be considered as a problematic didactic method that
describes or clearly demonstrates a certain situational problem of
professional activity, with elements of contradiction (Maksymenko & Salyha,
2021). In the process of solving the problem, the student must first learn to
identify existing contradictions, then identify the purpose of the pedagogical
situation and find the most effective ways to solve it.

The process of developing pedagogical situations involves their
targeted, meaningful, technological, and procedural, and control and
evaluation content. Immersed in the conditions of the problem, students try
to solve it, updating their acquired knowledge and skills. Participation in such
situational tasks and finding effective ways to solve them help to form in the
student a holistic view of future pedagogical activities. Scientists recommend
using pedagogical situations during classroom classes, in the process of
independent training, and during pedagogical practice. It is in the course of
pedagogical practice that students have the opportunity to refine and
consolidate their professional knowledge and skills, to form a holistic view of
the future profession, and to practice their style of professional activity. By
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involving students in solving real and conditionally created pedagogical
situations, the teacher can purposefully influence their stimulation to the
manifestation of creativity, independence, activity. The process of
preparation and solution of the simulated pedagogical situation always takes
place with the participation of two parties: the teacher and the student.

A creative approach to solving the tasks is the key to the success of the
process of forming an individual style of professional activity. Throughout the
period of preparation of the student for pedagogical practice, the teacher must
monitor and correct the process of transforming educational activities into
professional ones. In this case, the levels of realization of the theoretical knowledge
acquired by students, the formation of ISPD, the manifestation of personal activity
in the professional space are subject to control. If the teacher notices certain
deviations that may affect the process of forming the ISPD, he can make the
necessary adjustments. It is important that the control and correction of
assessment is carried out not only by the teacher but also by the student himself
according to the criteria selected for him. Pedagogical situations modelling in
the process of professional training of future physical education teachers
guarantees a productive combination of pedagogical theory with pedagogical
practice at school. We should not expect a rapid transfer of theoretical
knowledge into practice. This process is long and takes place mostly through
a number of transitional links and stages.

Most often, the knowledge that a student acquires from different
types of disciplines is based on the internal logic of certain scientific
disciplines. Usually, such knowledge is the result of solving scientific and
theoretical problems in a particular discipline and is quite generalized. That
is why the practical activities of the future teacher in the process of
pedagogical practice allow you to turn this knowledge into practical skills.
Active involvement of the student in practical activities allows to synthesize
and combine knowledge around a specific problem, which is diverse and
holistic, and as a result, translate them into the language of practical actions
and real practical situations. That is why modelling pedagogical situations in
the process of professional training of future teachers, through their analysis,
designing behaviours, and playing appropriate roles makes it possible to
transform and synthesize knowledge before direct practice in school.

The pedagogical situations used in the process of training physical
education teachers are educational in their content and functions. They are
aimed at purposeful training of students in practical skills, the formation of
their style of professional activity, and the development of pedagogical skills.
During pedagogical practice, a student trainee can be affected by a
significant number of factors and a variety of conditions that he must take
into account in the process of making a particular decision. If a student has a
significant body of theoretical knowledge and practical skills, whose
decisions are reasonable and considered. Those students who have a low
level of knowledge and practical skills are forced to make decisions
intuitively. These decisions are not always correct and can have undesirable
consequences. Modelling pedagogical situations in the process of
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professional training, in contrast to real practice, allows the student to avoid
responsibility for decisions. Since the process of modelling pedagogical
situations takes place with the direct participation and control of the teacher,
it is possible to quickly correct the decisions made by the student. Thus, the
rational solution of the pedagogical situation chosen by joint efforts promotes
an increase in the degree of emotional and personal involvement of students
in the active teaching.

We can say that by involving students in the process of modelling and
solving pedagogical situations, the principle of unity of consciousness and
behaviour as the basis of individual style of professional activity is
consciously realized. Such replays of situations typical of a modern school,
which can take place in physical education classes, allow students to
consolidate the orientations that affect the stability of their professional
behaviour in different situational circumstances. Through independent
modelling of pedagogical situations, the student activates the formation of
value orientations, gives them a certain direction, and can be convinced of
the feasibility of their future professional self-improvement.

There are traditionally three stages in the management of the process of
modelling pedagogical situations. Thus, Bereziuk proposes to influence this
process through the preparatory, training, and creative stages (Bereziuk, 2009).
At the first stage, on the author's recommendation, the teacher should create
appropriate conditions for the acquisition of theoretical and operational
knowledge necessary for the student for further modelling. Already at this stage,
students must learn to independently model simple pedagogical situations of the
reproductive type. In the second, training stage, attention should be focused on
the further development of the pedagogical position of the student, through
mastering the system of skills and abilities of modelling pedagogical situations of
projective and constructive types. Consolidating their theoretical knowledge, the
student gradually moves to model more complex pedagogical situations. At the
third, creative stage, future teachers creatively, independently model
pedagogical situations of different levels of complexity and determine the most
effective ways out of them. Supporting the process stages of modelling
pedagogical situations, proposed by Bereziuk, we distinguish the preparatory,
practical, and creative stages.

At the preparatory stage, it is advisable to analyse and evaluate
pedagogical situations. To do this, students are invited to try to simulate simple
pedagogical situations that they have personally encountered or observed in
their own lives. Along with the explanation of the theoretical material,
pedagogical tasks are formulated. In the process of teaching theoretical material,
it is necessary to pay special attention to students' understanding of the essence
of the process of forming an individual style of professional activity. This requires
the use of problematic questions, elements of conversation, and discussion,
which would summarize and compare the essence of the learned material.

Using some problematic issues and tasks of an independent nature, it is
significant to promote their expansion and transformation into a system of
pedagogical situations.
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The practical stage of the process of modelling pedagogical situations
begins with students solving simple problems of a reproductive nature.
Depending on the situation and the complexity of the proposed task, students
can be provided with templates for answering questions. These answers are
usually simple mechanical clues, and students remembering them, easily cope
with the task. It should be noted that the answers to such questions do not
always have to be correct. They can also be wrong. In this case an example is
the question of how the individual style of the teacher can influence the
resolution of the situation between the teacher and the student. This construction
of the question encourages students to reflexive actions and search for a
reasonable answer. To do this, students are forced to update not only the
knowledge acquired from the theory of a phenomenon, but also must be able to
analyse certain details and circumstances that accompany it.

We believe that it is due to such issues that students' knowledge and
experience are synthesized, which motivates them to think extraordinarily. They
are beginning to feel the need to master modelling skills and create new ways of
solving pedagogical situations.

In the process of modelling pedagogical situations, students should
be gradually included in the process of active discussion and dialogue in
solving pedagogical situations of different orientations. This allows them to
open a wide range of ideas and ideas in solving the problem.

Future physical education teachers are offered, among other things,
situations with ready-made tasks and solutions. In such cases, students are
left to choose the right decision at their discretion. This version of modelling
the pedagogical situation allows the teacher to influence students by
engaging in its discussion. Through communication with students, the
teacher has the opportunity to direct their reflection in the right direction.
However, in this way, the teacher does not impose his point of view, but on
the contrary, allows the student to choose the right decision, in his opinion.
The advantage of such modelling of pedagogical situations is that the
student is free to defend their own life and professional position, guided by
their beliefs and views. In the process of professional training, we can
actively turn to situations-illustrations, situations-exercises, situations-
problems, situations-assessments, situations-sketches, role situations. Thus,
the use of tasks-situations in the educational process requires the student to
perform the direct role of teacher. This practical approbation of the role of a
teacher accelerates the process of his entry into the profession, his mastery
of the techniques of pedagogical skills, and determines the level of formation
of individual style of professional activity.

For preparing the student for productive pedagogical practice, it is
recommended to actively use business and role-playing games, discussions.
In this case, the discussion, on the one hand, serves as a method of
acquiring knowledge, consolidating them, and developing skills, on the other
hand, a method of developing mental functions, creativity, and personal
qualities of students. During the discussions, the student develops the ability
to evaluate themselves from the standpoint of others and their position. At
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the end of this stage, students' attention should be focused on solving more
complex pedagogical situations of projective and constructive types. Students
learn to compare existing pedagogical facts, justify the choice of the chosen
solution to the pedagogical situation, analyse the possible impact of identified
pedagogical factors on the course of events. It is very important during this
period to involve them in pedagogical training, with the solution of tasks of
reproductive and partial search nature.

At the creative stage, students are allowed to independently model and
solve pedagogical situations of different levels of complexity. At this stage,
according Bereziuk, it is important not just to work out specific pedagogical
situations, but to go through their transformation into a conditional pedagogical
situation that occurs in the modern school. It is important that the process of
modelling pedagogical situations is based on the personal interest of the student
and his desire to solve it creatively. Coercion in this case will have only the
opposite effect, demotivating the student to further training. That is why it is
important to involve students in solving pedagogical situations through group and
individual work in the form of games, with subsequent testing in real school
languages and direct contact with other participants in the educational process,
especially with students.

Conclusion. Thus, the research showed that the formation of
individual style of professional activity of the future teacher of physical
culture is not possible without the introduction into the educational process of
modelling pedagogical situations. It is important that in the process of
professional training of students, teachers enrich the content of disciplines
they teach with knowledge of modelling pedagogical situations. Students'
independent modelling of pedagogical situations and finding ways to solve
them effectively is the key to the successful formation of an individual style of
professional activity. Only through the introduction of pedagogical situations
in all blocks of professional training of future physical education teachers can
actualize his work and desire for self-realization. The use of simulated
pedagogical situations in the educational process of modern higher
education institutions will contribute to the formation of a future teacher's
productive individual style of professional activity.

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ABSTRACT

Game is a form of organization of student life, in which the teacher can, using
various methods, to form oral skills, the features of which are: initiative, contact,
spontaneity, emotional coloring.

The use of role-playing games in foreign language lessons provides an
opportunity to increase interest in a foreign language, creates a positive attitude to its
study, stimulates independent thinking, and most importantly, role-playing games
affect language development and affect the development of speaking, reading,
listening and writing skills. at the senior stage of training. Role-playing games promote
the activation of communicative and cognitive activities, thus ensuring a continuous
process of learning a foreign language through work with dictionaries, additional
literature sources, the use of interdisciplinary links.

There are many types of games, including role-playing. Role-playing is an important
component of foreign language learning: role-playing performs many of the functions
necessary for successful learning. The game situation in the lesson provides immersion in the
research topic, removes the language barrier, creates a favorable psychological atmosphere.
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Role play should be conducted under the strict control of the teacher and planned in advance,
ensuring the integrity of the learning process. Role-playing games can not do without props or
communication situations. Roles between students should be distributed according to
students' abilities and the level of language proficiency.

Key words: communicative competence, development, game, educational
process, role.

Introduction. In the conditions of realization of tasks of reform of
comprehensive school teachers and methodologists constantly look for
reserves of increasing of level of quality and efficiency of training of pupils of
primary classes. One of these reserves can be considered a role game, which
serves as an effective means of creating a communicative focus of lessons of
primary school students. Role game, being the most accurate and accessible
model of learning, is the organizational form of learning that allows you to
optimally combine group, pair and individual forms in the lesson.

Based on the results of participation in role-playing games with
children, the foundations of communicative competence is laid, which allow
students to communicate and interact in the lessons of primary school
students, which is the main purpose of learning.

The relevance of the problem is caused by many factors. First, the
intensification of the educational process aims to find ways to support
students' interest in the research material and intensify their activities
throughout the lesson. Educational games are an effective way to solve this
problem. Secondly, one of the most important problems of teaching primary
school students is the teaching of oral speech, which creates conditions for
the disclosure of communicative function and allows to bring the learning
process closer to the conditions of real communication, which increases
motivation to learn. Involvement of students in oral communication can be
successfully carried out in the process of play activities.

The purpose of research is to identify the importance of role-playing
games and the development of role-playing games for the implementation of
communicative and cognitive activities in primary classes.

The object of research is the learning process based on the use of
role-playing games in primary school.

The subject of research is the method of using role-playing games in
primary school lessons as a means of development communicative and
cognitive activities.

The theoretical significance of the study lies in the justification and
selection of the most important in theoretical terms of the essence and
methodology conducting role play as a means of intensifying communicative
and cognitive activities at the stage of learning in primary school.

The practical significance of the study lies in the development and
conducting of role-playing games, in highlighting the features of role-playing
games at the stage of learning in primary school.

Analysis of research and publications. The theoretical and
methodological basis of the study are the works of domestic and foreign
scientists in the field of psychology, pedagogy, (N. Bagramova, G. Baev,
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V. Baidenko, M. Bakhtina, I. Bim, L. Vygotsky, N.Galskov, N.Gez,
N. Grishanov, P. Gurvich, G. Elizarova, N. Zhinkina, I. Zimniaia, R. Kaplan,
Y. Kolker, Y. Komarova, M. Kopylovskaya, N. Koryakovtseva, L. Kuzmina,
A. Leontiev, O. Leontiev, I. Lerner, T. Lilly).

Results and discussions. The lesson at primary school is
considered as a social phenomenon, where the classroom is a certain social
environment in which teachers and students enter into certain social
relationships with each other, where the learning process is the interaction of
all present. At the same time, success in learning is the result of collective
use of all learning opportunities. Students must make a significant
contribution to this process. The use of various kinds of games provides
ample opportunities for activating the educational process. According to the
definition of TV Semenova, play is an activity that gives all its participants the
right to free expression (Alekseev, 2005)/

E. Byrne, the greatest Western psychologist and practical
psychotherapist, defines the concept of the game through the term
transaction — a unit of communication. Such sequences of transactions,
based, in contrast to time, on individual planning, he calls games. For
E. Bern, the game is a way of structuring time in other means such as ritual,
pastime, activity. Each member of a social group seeks to enjoy transactions
with other members of the group (Allan, 2006).

The game is a small situation, the construction of which resembles a
dramatic work with its plot, conflict and characters. The main element of the
game is the role of the game, not so important what; it is important that it
helps to recreate the various human relationships that exist in life. Only if we
isolate and base the game on the relationship between people, it will be
meaningful and useful. As for the developmental significance of the game, it
is inherent in its very nature, because the game is always emotions, and
where there are emotions, there is activity, there is attention and
imagination, there is thinking. Playing in class is a complex carrier of
information. In the course of the game, associative, mechanical, visual and
other types of memory are triggered at the request of the game situation.
Thus, on the one hand, the game permeates the entire course, organically
manifesting itself in almost every lesson, on the other-takes up about a fifth,
without displacing valuable practical activities. It is possible to study the
necessary material of the student or having compelled, or having interested
it. The game involves all students to the extent that they are capable. The
educational material in the game is assimilated through all the organs of
information reception, and this is done effortlessly, of course, while the
activities of students are creative, practical. There is a 100% activation of
cognitive activity of students in the classroom. Competitive work, the
opportunity to consult, the most acute shortage of time-all these game
elements contribute to the intensification of students' learning activities, form
an interest in the subject (Alekseev, 2005).

During the game, the situation is played several times and each time in a
new version. During the game, students have a sense of equality, enthusiasm

and ability to perform tasks, which, in turn, creates a favorable psychological
atmosphere. The language barrier is easier to overcome in the game, new
material is imperceptibly assimilated. But at the same time the situation of the
game is a situation of real life. Despite the clear conditions of the game and the
limitations of the language material used, it must have an element of surprise.
Therefore, the game is characterized by spontaneity of speech. Linguistic
communication, which includes not only the language itself, but also gestures,
facial expressions, etc., is purposeful and mandatory (Hinkel, 2009).

According to L. Bocharova, the game situation in an English lesson
allows you to perform very important methodological tasks:

1) ensuring the natural necessity of repeated repetition of language
material by students;

2) training students in choosing the necessary language model, which
is a preparation for the situational spontaneity of language;

3) creating a favorable psychological climate in the classroom, which
allows to prepare children for language communication (Alekseev, 2005).

It is customary to distinguish between two main types of games:
games with fixed rules, open rules and games with hidden rules. Examples
of games of the first type are most didactic, cognitive and mobile games, this
also includes developing intellectual, musical, fun games, attractions.

The second type includes role-playing games. Games differ in
educational content, children's cognitive activities, play activities and rules,
organization and relationships of children, the role of the teacher. The following
types of games can be represented in this classification: games with toys;
board printed games; word games; pseudo-plot games (Allan, 2006).

This differentiation of games emphasizes their focus on learning,
cognitive activity of children, but does not sufficiently reveal the basics of
didactic games-features of children's play activities, game tasks, game
actions and rules, organization of children's lives, tutor guidance. There are
several types of didactic games, grouped by type of student activity: travel
games; assignment games; guessing games; puzzle games; conversation
games (dialogue games) (Samoukina, 1996).

The choice of game primarily depends on what kind of child she needs,
what educational tasks need to be solved. If the game is a team, you need to
know well the composition of the players, their intellectual development,
physical fithess, age, interests, levels of communication and compatibility, etc.
According to K. Livingstone, the game is always associated with different
experiences of students: excitement, a sense of responsibility, the triumph of
victory, the joy of success, despair, sadness in case of failure, and others.
Introducing elements of curiosity directly related to the study of the material
creates positive emotions that ensure the successful conduct of purposeful
activities of students. The choice of game depends on the time of its holding,
the length of time, the availability of game accessories, the specific situation in
the educational team. The game is able to function as a means of obtaining
something, although the source of its activity is the tasks voluntarily
undertaken by the teacher, game creativity and the spirit of competition. The
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use of games has a positive effect on the development of communicative
abilities of students, mastering communication in the unity of all its functions:
informational, regulatory, value-oriented and etiquette. Students develop
compensatory skills, the ability to overcome the lack of language. Students
learn to act in a team, to find approaches to other people. Without playful
actions, the consolidation of new vocabulary in a child's memory is less
effective and requires excessive mental effort, which is undesirable. The
game, introduced into the educational process in primary school classes as
one of the teaching methods, should be interesting, simple and lively,
contribute to the accumulation of new language material and consolidate
previously acquired knowledge (Allan, 2006).

Thus, games allow you to create a favorable emotional background in
the classroom, which leads to the removal of the language barrier, promotes
the development of learning motivation, increases interest in the subject. The
game serves as an important source of formation of the child's social
consciousness. One type of game, namely role-playing, is a clear example of
the effective use of games, which helps students to master various aspects
of communication. Playing as a means guarantees the positive emotional
state, increases the efficiency and interest of teachers and students in
contrast to the monotonous performance of certain tasks.

For the successful implementation of the communicative tasks of the
lesson, many methodologists, such as T. Karikh and P. Lovkova, there are many
models of lessons based on communicative and cognitive activities through role-
playing games. Role-playing games have a special meaning for learning as a
means of activating communicative-cognitive activity in the lesson (games in the
form of dialogue, monologue, monologue in dialogue, dialogue in monologue,
polylogue, communication (monologue-message, reasoning, proof, etc.),
Conversations, disputes, questions and answers, dialogues, etc.). There are
several parameters for creating the optimal model for this type of lesson:

1) the nature of the impact of joint activities on the content, selection
and organization of educational language and speech material;

2) modeling in the educational process of communication situations
and ways of forming language skills and abilities in students;

3) methods and techniques of management of educational activities
in the classroom with the teacher and in independent work (Alekseev, 2005).

The proposed model clearly and fully reflects the methodology of the
lesson on the basis of communicative and cognitive activities. There are
several stages:

Actualization of knowledge.

On this stage there is an actualization of existing knowledge, methods of
action in new conditions; formation of the ability to ask questions; development of
voluntary attention and memory, cognitive interests and initiative of students;
formation of communicative skills, culture of communication, cooperation. The
teacher provides material that allows the transition to the study of new material. It
can be a repetition of vocabulary on a particular topic. The teacher should choose
a game so that students can easily memorize their lexical minimum. An example of
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such a game can be a meeting at the station, bus, shop; conversation in the
hospital, at home, at school (Hinkel, 2009).

Commenting on one's own actions.

Tasks are offered that encourage students to identify and choose the types
of work to achieve the objectives of the lesson, the teacher helps to comment on
the learning activities of the «leader» (strong student). The teacher creates
conditions for cooperation - work in pairs, groups. Students can say aloud the
algorithm of actions during the joint performance of typical tasks for the use of
lexical material, along the way comment on their own actions and avoid mistakes.

Reflection (lesson summary).

Students evaluate each other's own knowledge, jointly check the
work done in class. Students can be asked to name the most successful
roles of students, their answers (Hinkel, 2009).

Thus, communicative-cognitive activity promotes the development of
individual, personal characteristics. A situation of success and self-expression is
created, the participants of communication feel safe from criticism, persecution
for mistakes, the educational norm is considered to be certain violations of
language rules and accidental mistakes. Role play provides the implementation
of communicative and cognitive activities through the interaction of a group of
students who actively support the act of play.

Conclusion. One of the most important components of the process of
improving communicative competence is communicative-cognitive activity as a
means of communication in simulated situations. Communicative and cognitive
activities can be implemented through various sources, such as textbooks, audio
and video materials, Internet resources. Such activities allow students to
navigate freely in the phenomenon under study, and one of the functions is the
interest of students in learning to communicate. This activity satisfies the need to
speak, there is an accumulation of knowledge. Through role play,
communicative-cognitive activity can be manifested as planning their language
behavior, full understanding of the phenomenon under study, as well as
communication between classmates. This activity allows us to compare the
studied phenomena in the dialogue of science, psychology and pedagogy.

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ABSTRACT

The international strategy for
inclusive education is aimed at realizing human rights to education, forming
an inclusive society, transforming educational systems, supporting state
strategies for inclusive education, modernizing teacher training, and
developing mechanisms for investing in inclusive education.

There are fundamentals for individualization of education in the
Ukraine. Issues of practical implementation the concept of inclusive
education needed to be improved. First, there is a need to amend the laws of
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Ukraine «About education», «About preschool education» and «About
general secondary education» in terms of the number of working hours of
the assistant educator and assistant teacher in upward. Secondly, the
changes should be made regarding the size of groups and classes. The
children with only one type of disorder can study within the group.

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ABSTRACT

One of the most important factors influencing the quality of a professional
portrait of a specialist is the development of their communication skills, namely fluency
in a foreign language to meet professional needs, including a foreign language for
specific purposes. Therefore, the purpose of this article will be to analyze the most
cited scientific works on vocational-oriented language learning (VOLL), in particular, to
highlight its essence, to trace the relationship with current influencing factors that may
affect successful employment.

Issues of professional language training are covered by scientists,
practitioners, teachers, and students to find practical and modern approaches to meet
the needs of the time of the professional society. Teaching English as a specific
language has been the subject of many recent studies proposing to consider VOLL as
an approach rather than as a product; VOLL is not seen as a special kind of language
or methodology.

The importance of professional needs analysis has been analyzed in work on
language training for academic purposes (EAP) and particular purposes (ESP). The
research sheds light on modern approaches to the specific teaching of English and
analyzes the types of professional needs of students. Needs analysis is a priority
before defining course objectives.

The practical application of the analysis of needs in VOLL is studied in
determining the socio-cultural component in identifying problems between students
and families that accept students to study in other countries to identify cultural
differences. The study emphasizes needs analysis for curriculum development, calling
for more frequent and systematic needs investigation before training.

In the context of the current state and the need to move higher education to
the online form in connection with the pandemic of the COVID-19 virus, research on
the development of online training courses is especially relevant. Vocational language
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education acquires flexible forms of adaptation to today's needs and responds quickly
to student demands.

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ABSTRACT

The article analyzes the functions of vocational training of students of
vocational education institutions. The analysis showed that it is possible to distinguish
the following functions: cognitive function, personality development function,
socialization function, cultural-humanistic function and technological function.

Given the above, the implementation of the functions defined by scientists is
entrusted directly to specific institutions that are specially created in the system of
vocational education as “"educational institutions that meet the needs of citizens in
quality vocational education, mastery of working professions, qualifications, specialties
according to their interests , state of health, abilities ".

It is investigated that vocational education is the only field that specializes in
the reproduction of the leading component - skilled workers for all branches of
intangible and tangible production, as well as for various types of production activities
of the future specialist.

It is noted that the modern system of vocational education is branched with
established traditions, which at the present stage is in a state of restructuring and
reorientation in accordance with the requirements of society and the state, trends in
such education abroad, new socio-economic conditions of the state.

The main powers and activities of the vocational education institution are
identified, including: organization of the educational process, educational-methodical,
educational-production, educational, production-commercial and financial-economic
activity; selection of forms and methods of training of future representatives of
production; development of working curricula and programs on the basis of standard
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curricula and programs, determination of the regional component of the content of
vocational education, which are approved in the prescribed manner.

The specifics of vocational training of students of vocational education
institutions are studied.

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ABSTRACT

The concept of STEM implementation in the educational sector of Ukraine as
a means of forming and developing skills of research and engineering, invention,
entrepreneurship, early professional self-determination, popularization of scientific,
technical and engineering professions is analyzed. One of the indicators of readiness
of future specialists for innovation is their ability to create innovative projects
independently. Therefore, the problem of development and use of innovative STEM-
projects to ensure the education of scientific and applied (professional) direction is
relevant. The purpose of the article is to outline the concept of innovative activity of
students and pupils, to determine the criteria of efficiency of project activity in the
system of STEM-oriented learning on the example of the developed STEM-project. As
an example, we consider the STEM project, which can be performed on the basis of a
modular set of “Smart Home”. The purpose of the technological STEM-project “Smart
Home” is the interest of pupils and students in innovative technologies, natural and
mathematical disciplines, development of critical thinking, ability to apply scientific and
technical information, formation of competence approach and professional mobility,
motivation to consciously choose a future profession. The modular set implements the
current functions of the “Smart Home” system and is a model of a two-storey building
with a garage. The set is developed on the basis of block-modular technology. Each
design is an independent technical solution implemented using microcontroller
platforms, sensors, servos and other components. Pupils or students under the
guidance of the teacher independently assemble the structure, guided by the
methodological materials and technical characteristics of the project. In the process of
work, they process theoretical material, install electronic components, study
technologies for programming microcontroller platforms, perform full configuration of
all components and mechanisms of the structure.

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ABSTRACT

The article analyzes the reasons and results of the first experience of mass
work of Ukrainian educational institutions in the remote mode, which showed that in
general it was possible to change and adapt them for full functioning. The prospects
for the development of distance learning technologies have been determined that
provide people with access to education without restrictions on age, gender, social
status, health status and in emergencies, which increases the mobility of society.

It was revealed that the problem of professional training of future teachers for
the organization of the distance educational process in primary school requires special
attention, since children of primary school age are characterized by a low level of
independence in organizing their own educational and cognitive activities, a weak
arbitrariness of attention, and a high need for personal contact with a teacher. This
determines the special specifics of the teacher's activities.

A summary is presented and the effectiveness of the selective course «Distance
education in primary school» aimed at the formation of professional competence of
future teachers, in particular its component, ensuring the readiness to implement the
educational process in primary school in the format of distance learning or blended
learning, is experimentally proved. Students have the opportunity to explore the essence
of distance learning in primary school; understand the specifics of communication
between teachers and students, parents, administration during distance learning, work
with children with special educational needs in such conditions; to study methodical
recommendations on the organization of online classes; define technical, ergonomic and
ethical criteria for quality video conferencing; to master the experience of working with
various services for the organization of video communication; master the general
principles of organizing the distance learning process with the help of Google Classroom;

curriculum requirements or the aims and objectives of research work; ensuring the
adequate numbers of reference and methodological literature, guidance on the
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separate tasks implementation; usage of digital libraries (learn using electronic
textbook, e-lectures, abstracts, usage of electronic educational and methodical
complex); control over the implementation of research tasks.

Principles of preparing of future specialists of fire safety to research activity:
consistency, continuity, comprehensiveness, integration, predictability, scientific and
innovational principles are defined.

Research work of future specialists of fire safety are examined on the basis of
characteristics and prospects of higher education due to the competence approach,
which are aimed at the development of new scientific knowledge, theoretical
systematization of objective knowledge about the nature of the profession.

Perspectives of further scientific studies are in researching the development of
criteria, levels and indicators for assessing the research quality.

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ABSTRACT

Theoretical and practical aspects of teaching methods of the discipline «Model
Manufacture» are briefly presented in the article. An innovative approach to the
formation of design and compositional thinking of students, their skills of practical work in
the design process - the embodiment of creative ideas in the material on the example of
clothing models (costumes) different in the system of formation and range based on
ethnocultural traditions, is revealed. Nowadays Ukrainian fashion designers’ creativity is
difficult to imagine without folklore and ethnic orientation. The cultural heritage of each
nation has always been a source of inspiration for fashion designers. Usage of modern
technologies of ethnic clothing in various techniques makes it possible to develop a
modern, stylish and competitive range, creating both ready-to-wear industrial collections
and author's, exclusive collections that express the idea of transferring Ukrainian national
ornament to modern European costume design. Successful advancement in the
formation of future designers' professional skills is possible by identifying the complex
impact of all aspects of national culture along with the method of teaching the discipline
«Model Making» is based on a combination of technical aspects of studying material and
techniques of the artistic and figurative approach of ethnocultural images. Considerable
attention should be paid to teaching methods and projects based on materials of national
culture, taking into account the specifics of different regions of our country. In our
opinion, the activities of educators-innovators and projects of Ukrainian designers in line
with national traditions should be more widely covered in the media and supported at the
state level. It is necessary to form complex programs, the target projects of which involve
both scientists, designers and heads of public and private enterprises and employees. All
mentioned above can significantly strengthen scientific ties, promote the implementation
of developments in production, develop ethnodesign, represent Ukrainian brands with
dignity in foreign countries.

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ABSTRACT

The article is devoted to the research of the problem of modeling the structure and
content of mathematical competence and competence in the field of science, technology and
engineering (STEM-competences) of students. The author notes that the problem of active
creative development of students who are able to mobilize knowledge in practice and quickly
adapt to unusual situations is relevant for Ukraine today. This leads to the search for high
quality education at all levels. A possible solution to this problem is the organization of STEM-
learning, which requires the formation of students' STEM-competencies.

The author analyzes the existing in scientific publications and official documents
definitions of the concepts of purview, competence, STEM-competence. The components of
STEM-competence, including cognitive, reflexive-analytical, operational-activity, value-
motivational, are clarified. The article identifies the main components of STEM-competence,
which consists of the ability to identify the problem, the ability to reason logically, justify their
actions, understand and analyze different points of view in solving problems, the ability to
unconventionally solve problems, analyze and evaluate results, formulate research tasks and
identify ways to solve it, apply knowledge in different life situations. It was found that the
methods aimed at the formation of STEM-competence of students should be based on the
application of competence, activity and systematic approaches to the organization of learning.

The paper emphasizes that the key competencies for the state standard of
basic secondary education in Ukraine are based on the recommendations of the
Council of the European Union. The author compares the key competences for
lifelong learning in Ukraine and the European Union, discusses in detail the skills and
attitudes associated with STEM competence. It was found that mathematical
competence and competence in the field of science, technology and engineering in
the European Union are distinguished as a whole, unlike Ukraine.

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ABSTRACT

The problem of formation of English written language skills during English
language teaching in high school was considered in the work. Studies have shown
that the formation of English written language skills plays an important role in the
process of learning and mastering a foreign written language at a senior stage.

Considering the theoretical aspects of the formation of written skills, namely:
the concept of foreign written language, goals and content of learning to write, ways
and means of forming a foreign written language, we can conclude that learning to
speak is inextricably linked with learning other speech activities . Writing skills allow to
preserve language and factual knowledge, serve as a reliable tool for thinking,
stimulate speaking, listening and reading in a foreign language. It is noted that in
recent years the role of writing in foreign language teaching is gradually increasing,
and, in a sense, writing is beginning to be seen as a reserve in improving the
effectiveness of foreign language learning. One cannot ignore the practical
significance of written language communication in the light of modern means of
communication, such as e-mail, the Internet, etc. In the latter case, writing as a form of
linguistic communication develops on the basis of only authentic material.

It is emphasized that if you correctly define the goals of learning writing and
writing, take into account the role of writing in the development of other skills, use
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exercises that fully meet the goal, perform these exercises at the appropriate stage of
learning, then oral speech gradually becomes richer and more logical.

Thus, based on the above statements, we can conclude that the main purpose
of the work — to analyze the skills of written speech and their formation at the senior
stage of learning English in high school - has been achieved, as well as the tasks. The
classification of written skills was studied, the base of exercises was considered, the
evaluation criteria were identified and the requirements and indicators of the formation
of written skills were analyzed.

Written language is a special form of language in which its elements
are fixed on paper (or other materials) by drawing graphic symbols
(graphemes) that correspond to the elements of oral speech (Basina, 2007).

Inroduction. Mastering a written language in a foreign language for
many years was not the goal of schooling due to the dominant position of oral
speech in programs and the complexity of mastering such skills (with a limited
number of hours) and accordingly this aspect was not reflected in domestic
teaching and learning complexes. Writing functioned only as a means of
teaching other types of language activities, which allows students to better
master the program language material, as well as a means of controlling the
formation of language skills and abilities of students. Meanwhile, the written
form of communication in modern society performs an important
communicative function. Therefore, today the relationship between writing and
teaching students the ability to express their thoughts in writing has changed
dramatically. Writing as a learning goal is present in programs for all types of
educational institutions, at all stages of learning foreign languages.

Methods and methodology of work. The methods of research
include the analysis of scientific literature and on its basis we made the
conclusion.

The relevance of the work is determined by the fact that the writing
process is quite complex for the student. There are many problems for
everyone: how to prepare a student for written language, what to focus on,
what not to hurry and why something does not work out or does not work out
very well. It is necessary to imagine what is the process of written language,
how its skill is formed and what skills a student should have for this (Bim,
1999: 5).

The object of the research is the teaching of written language in
English to higher school students.

The subject of the research is the process of teaching English
written speech taking into account the specifics of teaching in higher school.

Results and discussions. Writing is productive analytical and
synthetic activities associated with the generation and fixation of written text
(Yakushev, 2000).

Writing arose on the basis of oral language as a way to preserve
linguistic works in time, as a repository of human knowledge and experience,
as a mirror of culture and traditions of each country. Just as the individual
consciousness contains its own mechanisms of memory, the collective
consciousness, realizing the need to record something common to the whole
team, creates the mechanisms of collective memory. These include writing
(Basina, 2007).

Written language in both linguistics and methodology is seen as a
process of expressing ideas in graphical form. Often in the methodology the
terms «writing» and «written language» are not opposed. The term «letter»
may include both writing and written language. In the English methodological
literature, these two concepts are also not opposed (for example: writing as
a means, writing as an end) (Bim, 1999).

The senior stage of school should provide more intensive
development of the ability to master writing in different communication
situations. The subject matter and volume of written expressions are
expanding, and the qualitative characteristics of texts are improving. The
content of education at this stage should be more informative and based
mainly on authentic material: samples of epistolary type — texts of letters,
postcards, as well as articles from newspapers and magazines for
adolescents in order to use them as samples for the development of the
following skills:

1. to inform a foreigner about himself, his family, school, city, about
his interests and hobbies;

2. request identical information from your recipient;

3. write an article / letter in a newspaper or magazine, adhering to the
accepted norms of the country of the language being studied;

4. report in the questionnaire / form the basic information of a
personal nature;

5. make working notes after reading the printed text (make a plan,
write out keywords, language formulas, etc.) in order to further use them in
written expression (Milrud, 1996).
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The main goal in teaching the technique of writing in a foreign
language at schooal is to create in students graphic, calligraphic and spelling
skills. Graphic and calligraphic skills are the skills of writing all letters
(graphics) and letter combinations (calligraphy) of a given language both
separately and in coherent written speech.

Letter is a means of learning a foreign language, the initial stage in
the development of productive written speech. The letter as the purpose of
training is provided in programs of schools of various type at all stages of
training.

The final requirements are the development of skills to express their
thoughts in writing, ie to use the letter as a means of communication.

Depending on the purpose, it is customary to distinguish two levels of
productive written speech:

- educational written language;

- communicative written language.

Educational written language means the implementation in writing of
language and conditional speech exercises aimed at mastering productive
lexical and grammatical skills, as well as language skills.

Communicative written language is an expressive type of language
activity aimed at generating a language message in writing. The purpose of
teaching communicative written language is the development of skills to
create different types or genres of written messages — texts (Tsetlin, 2000).

It should be borne in mind that when we talk about writing as an
independent type of language activity, we are talking about written language.
The purpose of teaching writing in this context — to teach students to write in
a foreign language the same texts that an educated person can write in their
native language, and any text written by the author — is the expression of
ideas in graphic form. What texts can a person write in his native language,
which means that ideally the ultimate goal should be to learn to write in a
foreign language? It may be:

« filling in questionnaires;

» writing various letters and answers to them, including both personal
and official;

* autobiography / resume;

» writing applications (including employment, enrollment, etc.);

* writing reviews;

* writing annotations;

* writing reports;

* writing works / essays;

« writing greeting cards;

« writing notes, etc.

In these types of texts, special attention is paid to the content of the
message and its structural organization. The author must remember the
purpose of such a written text, take into account the nature of the reading
audience and. to choose language means accordingly, to build a
composition, etc. But practically the same requirements are put forward to
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oral speech, or more precisely, to a monologue form of communication,
because the monologue is the closest in essence to written speech. As
already mentioned, the monologue must be purposeful, logical, complete,
continuous, expressive, independent. The structural design and choice of
language tools should correspond to its task, the nature of the audience, etc.
(Basina, 2007).

Written language at the stage of high school should be divided into
two types: written language activities of students in learning a foreign
language and written monologue.

Written speech activity is a purposeful and creative action of thought
in a written word. The purpose of teaching written speech is the formation of
students' written communicative competence, which includes mastery of
written signs, content and form of written work of language.

Tasks that are solved in the teaching of written speech, associated
with the creation of conditions for mastering the content of learning to write.
These tasks include the formation of students' necessary graphic
automatisms, speech skills and ability to formulate ideas in accordance with
the written style, expanding knowledge and horizons, mastering the culture
and intellectual readiness to create the content of a written work of language,
forming authentic ideas about subject content, language style and graphic
form. text.

In the process of learning to write, it is important to ensure maximum
control over the graphic performance of a written work of language. In order to
make the writing of short written works of language manageable, the method
of filling in the gaps from the proposed options is used. For example, in the
following note, gaps are made and possible options for filling them are given:

Dear Liz, Mum, Dad and | have gone to the ... so could you ...
because ... (shop, garage, baker's, let the dog in, wait for us, it is freezing,
they are expecting it, there is no way we can give you a key). When
completing the task, it is possible to fill in the blanks on the content. Possible
answers are not given, and students try to guess the meaning of missing
words from the context, as well as the usual phrases.

The final requirements for the teaching of written speech include the
formation of students' ability to practically use a foreign language letter as a
way of communication, cognition and creativity in accordance with the
achieved program level mastery of a foreign language.

Written monologue speech can be used in various forms: in the form
of a written message, report, written story, written expression of thought or
reasoning, etc. In all these cases, the structure of written speech differs
sharply from the structure of oral dialogic or oral monologue. These
differences have many psychological grounds.

Written monologue speech is a language without an interlocutor, its
motive and intention are completely determined by the subject. If the motive
of written speech is contact (tact) or desire, requirement, the student must
imagine the mind of the person to whom he is addressing, imagine his
reaction to his message. The peculiarity of written speech is that the whole
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process of control over written language remains within the activities of the
student, without correction by the listener. But in cases where written
language is aimed at clarifying the concept, it has no interlocutor, a person
writes only to realize the idea, to verbalize his idea, to develop it without any
even imaginary contact with the person to whom the message is addressed.

Thus, if you look closely at all the proposed groups of exercises, it
becomes obvious that the exercises in the formation of writing skills are
divided into preparatory and language. Preparatory exercises in most cases
include language exercises performed by students without a communicative
task. At the initial stage of developing the skills of calligraphy and spelling
without mechanical exercises, apparently, can not do, although they can be
embodied in game forms. This does not mean that they must be performed
unconsciously: the role of rules in the formation of these skills is quite large
(Tsetlin, 2000).

Spelling and calligraphy skills in themselves have no situational
correlation. But this does not mean that the technique of writing should be
developed in isolation from the language, ie in the process of writing. It is
desirable to move as soon as possible to writing exercises and improve their
calligraphy and spelling skills.

The main types of exercises for the formation of written skills:

1. Write-off. Forms and improves the technique of writing, especially if
carried out as a spelling of words, parts of phrases and phrases from
memory. May be accompanied by sound and letter analysis.

2. Recording by ear. Today, spelling dictations are not common in
education. They take a lot of time. The experience of special training has
shown that the recording of speech material by ear from a single
presentation, if it is conducted from the very first stage of learning regularly,
has a positive effect on the development of the qualities of language skills
and even eliminates the need for special spelling dictations.

3. The so-called free and creative dictations are the initial exercises in
the development of the ability to write.

4. Exercises directly writing (writing a letter, notes to a wall
newspaper, a description of the event, etc.)

5. Exercises-games (crosswords, riddles, etc.)

6. Drawing up plans-stories of the text as a support for the further
transfer of its maintenance.

7. Compilation of a short annotation of what is read.

Thus, we can conclude that there are a large number of exercises for
teaching written speech, which, in turn, facilitates the work of the teacher in
developing a lesson on the formation of writing skills.

Conclusion.Written language is a complex type of speech activity
that has a certain meaning, product, result, form. The mechanism of internal
speech underlies written language and determines its nature and stages of
learning. Written language is a private way of realizing speech activity in the
process of which thoughts for others, formulated as a text, are formulated,
expressed and transmitted. It is important to develop thinking as an object of
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learning and control of internal language, because the subject of written
language activity is thought, inference, as a form of reflection of the
relationship of objects and phenomena of reality.

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ABSTRACT

At the present stage of all industry spheres development, the service sector is
a leader, because it trains specialists who are directly involved in the development of
Ukraine's economy. The efficiency of the enterprise operation and the level of
customer service depend on their competence, competitiveness, independence,
speed of decision-making. The main task of high school is to teach applicants to work
independently, look forward self-improvement, think creatively, be ready for
innovation. That is why there is a need to strengthen the role of independent work of
students, which is a key in the process of training future professionals capable of
performing complex production tasks at a high professional level.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the essence of the concepts
«independenty, «individual», «extracurriculary  work, «self-education»  and
«independence»; characterize common and distinctive features; isolate our own vision of
understanding the essence of the studied phenomena. We should note that the terms
«independent work», «individual work», «extracurricular work», «self-education» and
«independence» researchers have different meanings, because today there are many
approaches to defining the essence of these concepts, and as a consequence — many
interpretations, but there are not enough researches, which systematically presents the
generalized scientific achievements on the essence of the studied concepts, their common
and distinctive features. To understand the relationship between independent, individual
work and self-education of students, it is necessary to consider the basic approaches to the
definition of basic concepts in pedagogical science.

The results of the analysis of the essence of independent, individual,
extracurricular work, independence and self-education of the individual show that these are
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complex activities that can be interconnected, coincide at different stages of development
or in general. Despite the different approaches to determining the essence of the studied
phenomena, their structure contains the same components: subject, object, purpose,
content, means, result. The paper presents an analysis of the psychological and
pedagogical literature on the interpretation of the concepts being studied; common and
distinctive features are singled out; substantiated own vision of the studied phenomena.

Key words: independent work, individual work, extracurricular work, self-
education, independence.

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ABSTRACT

The article investigates the development of the competence approach in the
system of higher professional education of Ukraine. To specify the content of the concepts
of «competence» and «competencex in the framework of this approach in the pedagogical
field in Ukraine used the method of comparative historical analysis. Using this method, the
works of domestic scientists in the period of formation of the competence approach in
Ukrainian pedagogy are analyzed. The works of Ukrainian scientists who worked in various
fields of knowledge: philology, management, theory of management and personnel
management, law, pedagogy are considered. The chronology of the emergence of the
concept of «competence» in Western scientific thought, its development and transformation
into an educational standard. For an in-depth understanding of the concept of
«competence», the process of appearance of the term in the regulatory framework of
Ukraine, the genesis of its transformation into a standard of higher education in the
domestic field is analyzed. The structure of qualification levels of the National Qualifications
Framework is described. The main descriptors of the National Qualifications Framework
are defined: knowledge, skills (cognitive and practical), communication, autonomy and
responsibility, integral competence. The article mentions the comparison of the system of
descriptors of the Ukrainian National Qualifications Framework with the European
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Qualifications Framework for lifelong learning, with the Qualifications Framework of the
European Higher Education Area. integral competence The essence of competences and
competences as components of the description of qualifications in the National
Qualifications Framework is revealed. Differences of competences from the previous
indicators of assessment of quality of training are allocated. The peculiarities of integral
competencies are defined as those that reflect the ability of a person with a qualification of a
certain level to perform tasks and solve problems of a certain level of complexity in the
learning process or in professional activities. General competencies are considered as tools
for assessing the maturity of the individual, his opportunities for self-improvement and
growth. It is emphasized that professional readiness and professional suitability should be
established with due regard to the moral and value qualities of the individual. General
competencies are offered. which can improve professional selection and positively
influence the development of the healthcare sector.

ABSTRACT

The essence of professional readiness for pedagogical interaction with gifted
football players in future sports managers and coaches is substantiated as
professional competence, which is formed on the basis of motivational-axiological,
cognitive, praxeological approaches. In the process of training future managers and
coaches of football, it is proposed to consider the football game on the basis of
complementarity of art pedagogy (art pedagogy) and sports. Attention is paid to the
relationship between different types of specialized professional education: sports, art,
science. Their common methodological basis is the theory of cognition. Scientific
education is correlated with scientific knowledge, art — with art, and sports — with
«physical» knowledge.

Taking into account different types of specialized education, the intellectual
profiles of future football managers and coaches were characterized for the first time:
physical-kinesthetic, imaginary-associative, operational-tactical. The intellectual
profiles of future football managers and coaches are correlated with the following
psychological mechanisms of their creativity: psychomotor skills, energy potential,
RAM («body memory») of the player. The essence of the concept of «sports talent of
a football player» is formulated as a natural integral formation whose components are
body-kinesthetic, imaginative-associative, operational-tactical intellectual profiles of
future football managers and coaches and which determines the full identification of
sports-creative mechanism of the player. energy potential — random access memory.
The aesthetic features of women's football and, in particular, the desire of female
players to demonstrate not only playing skills, but also the attractiveness of
appearance are highlighted. Given the aesthetic orientation of women's football
games, it is proposed to introduce optional classes in women's football design in
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higher education institutions that train managers of physical culture and sports and
football coaches.

The author of the article considers traditional and new methods of teaching the
discipline «painting», emphasizes that the process of forming skills of mastering and
reproducing the world in images promotes the development of creative potential, formation of
its integrity, spiritual and emotional enrichment, development of national and world art.
approaches to improving professional skills through educational programs. The author draws
attention to the contradictions between the requirements for a teacher of painting and the
system of professional training of future painters. The author believes that in the discipline of
«Painting» a number of significant competencies are formed, which have a significant impact
on the quality of training of graduates - future painters, drawing teachers. The article states that
today there is a need to study the issues of teaching students of painting, necessary for
artistic, research and teaching activities in the field of art.

The author draws attention to the lack of effectiveness of the «academic»
approach to the teaching of painting, which is reduced to the sum of knowledge and
skills of realistic depiction of nature. Emphasizes that students do not have enough
knowledge of all the tools and technigues inherent in the fine arts. To date, the place
and role of painting in the system of professional training has not been determined, no
forms and methods of teaching have been developed aimed at the formation of
painting skills, artistic and figurative perception of nature as a professionally significant
activity of the future artist. Important in the article is that the author emphasizes the
possibility of using modern scientifically sound techniques, methods and tools, the use
of technical teaching aids, information and computer technology; application of
modern means of assessment of results in training. As well as what the teacher has to
think in a modern way, apply the search approach and method of art projects, which
include attending exhibitions and creating performances, non-traditional forms of
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teaching, creating interdisciplinary blocks, implementing new types of field productions
and applying a constructive approach to compositional problems, the use of the latest
artistic means.

According to the fact of the popularity of various multimedia
content among the layers of primary school’s pupils, secondary school’s pupils we
state the goal of this research work as the determination of the importance of the
multimedia content as the way of the intensification of the distant learning. Along with
the development of modern technologies, the distance learning has gained new wide
opportunities and distinct features. Some scientists (V. Kukharenko, V. Oliynik,
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V. Ribalko, P. Stefanenko) have underlined the main features of the distance learning:
educational mobility, which provides the opportunity to study and to work in parallel;
social equality, which provides the equal opportunities for the education regardless the
place of living, the condition of the student’s health, the social status of the student;
interactivity which provides the active communication of the participants of the
educational process; module system, which gives opportunity to create the individual
or group program of education which oriented on the mastering certain knowledge and
skills according to the developed educational plan; flexibility, which gives the
opportunity to study during the chosen and comfortable time and place for each of the
students; effectiveness of work with great amount of students; technological
component which is popular with modern applicants:

We suggest you to
organize the discussions, surveys which could be done with the help of Google tools.

Actually the first attempts to implement the distant learning were
undertaken by Y. A. Komensky with the help of his illustrated textbooks,
recommendations and instruction for the home learning, which were
revealed in his «Great Didactics»
(https://rusneb.ru/catalog/000199 000009 004424522/viewer/?page=4).

During the 19" century the “correspondence learning” appeared due to
the work of the post-offices. This correspondent learning were implemented in
London (1836), Chicago (1892), Queensland (1911), USSR (since 1920) etc.
Within modern conditions of the independent Ukraine we can state two periods
of the development of distance learning: 1995-2000 and 2000-till now. The
concept of development of the distance education of Ukraine was stated in
2000. This provided the creation of the educational system which provides the
extending of the circle of the applicants for the educational services; provides
the realization of the constant education (during the whole life) and provides
the opportunity of individualization of the education according to certain
requirements of some applicants. At the second stage of development of
distance learning scholars developed and improved the principles, conditions
and goals of the distance learning. Thus, nowadays the distance learning in
Ukraine guarantees the daytime and extramural training of the future
specialists with the help of new computer technologies. Moreover, during last
decade the procedures of accreditation, obtaining licenses and attestation of
specialists are realized on various platforms which have been developed and
adopted for the distance learning. There are some state and non-state
organisations which provide the realization of new ideas concerning the
distance learning: Counsil on monitoring development of distance learning,
Ukrainian center of distance learning, regional centers (Kharkiv, Lviv, Odessa,
etc), local centers, scientific-methodical commissions
(http://www.osvita.org.ua/distance/ukraine/), etc.

Some
scientists (V. Kukharenko, V. Oliynik, V. Ribalko, P. Stefanenko) have
underlined the main features of the distance learning:

e educational mobility, which provides the opportunity to study and to
work in parallel;
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e social equality, which provides the equal opportunities for the
education regardless the place of living, the condition of the student’s health,
the social status of the student;

e interactivity which provides the active communication of the
participants of the educational process;

e module system, which gives opportunity to create the individual or
group program of education which oriented on the mastering certain
knowledge and skills according to the developed educational plan;

o flexibility, which gives the opportunity to study during the chosen
and comfortable time and place for each of the students;

o effectiveness of work with great amount of students;

e technological component which is popular with modern applicants:

Ukrainian scholars underline that the pedagogue’s role was
transformed and expanded because the teacher must be able to become the
coordinator, organizer. This transformation makes the teacher to work
creatively, to coordinate the cognitive educational process, to improve
educational courses, to increase the quality of the educational content, to
cooperate with the student, to join the modern society.

The educational multimedia content may include different material which
could be represented on various educational platforms and other online resources.
Actually there are some variants, as Skype, ooVoo, iChat, Google Meet and
FaceTime or Flash Meeting. Some of this resources are free from the distracting
advertising and this must be the reason for the choice.

During the distance learning we prefer to work on the platform Zoom
which was founded by Eric Yuan, in April, 2011. Since that time Zoom has
gained the enormous popularity due to its bright opportunities. This could
explain by the fact that different software is compatible with Zoom (Android,
MacOs, Windows, Linux, etc). Also as the advantages we can underline that
it is free during 40 minutes of the videoconferencing which can unite up to
100 participants.

Besides, the participants are able to share the information with the
help of demonstration of their screens; to communicate within the chat; to
show their reactions. Within learning of the foreign languages and foreign
literature the videoconferencing proved its effectiveness and productivity.
Thus, during the planning of the lesson on English folklore we can suggest
you to share with the students with the educational material, to add some
multimedia content which will stimulate their positive motivation. For
example, working with the material, we suggest to send some Qrcodes with
the additional information and ask your students to watch the material, to
make some tasks and to prepare their reports for the discussion.
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We think that it is really useful to combine watching small videos with the
traditional education because it involves the change of the educational activities;
adds positive emotions; adds the communicative situations, realized by the
native speakers. In general, videos help us to master various language skills and
gives opportunity to realize different non-standard methods of teaching. For
example, before the watching of the video you can create the list of new words
and ask your students to match them with their definitions. Also you can suggest
them to describe certain images, personalites or phenomena from the
multimedia content. For example, when you work with «Beowulf», give students
as the home task to watch some links:

Later, during the videoconferencing with the help of Zoom ask them
to tell their opinion concerning:

- the personality of Hrothgar;

- the personality of Beowulf;

- the personality of Grendel’s mother;

- the importance of «Beowulf» for the literature;

- stylistic devices which were used in «Beowulfy;

- the importance of poem about Beowulf as the sample of ancient
heroic epic.

Also it would be interesting to suggest students to read aloud the
abstract from «Beowulf», to translate it in Ukrainian and to compose
sentences which are able to prove that the some words can be used as a
Verb and as a Noun.

Another interesting way of mastering knowledge on folklore is the
watching of small videos which are devoted to the Celtic mythology. During
the videoconferencing it is possible to discuss the gods and goddesses,
mythological creatures, legends and fairy tales. Students have the
opportunity to describe the depicted landscapes, nature; to describe the
appearance of various characters; to compare mythological motives. After
this the students are given QrCodes or the additional links and at home they
have to fill in the blank places.

The multimedia content can be varied from a still screenshot which
was taken from a film to the whole movie or Cartoons, TV show, Weather
forecasts, advertisement, announcement, slogan, Vlogs, TV program,
documentary or educational film. You just have to be student-oriented and
take into account their preferences during the realization of your pedagogical
purpose. We suggest you to organize the discussions, surveys which could
be done with the help of Google tools.

For example, during the work with the theme «English Folklore within
modern reality» you are able to ask your students to watch at home some
videos, films, based on English folklore. Suggest them to create and to
discuss presentations which would be able to reveal and to underline the
motives of English folklore which could be found in modern prose of film
industry.

Actually there are various forms which would be interesting for the
realization within the distance learning. If you have the opportunity, you
should organize the lesson-meeting. You'll have to invite some interesting
guests to your conference. This could be the stake-holder, the professor
from another department, student from the parallel group, the native
speaker, the teacher from the secondary school, the writer or the poet. Ask
your students to prepare ppt presentations, to create small informational
videos on the given topic. Let students to conduct the lesson and present the
certain topic for the «invited guest». In the end of the meeting ask the
«invited guest» to express his opinion.

The business game involves the life situation or the problem which
must be solved during the Zoom conference. Divide students in two groups
and ask them to create the business-plans for the modern resorts on the
seaside (using new vocabulary).

The lesson-concert allows to reveal the creative abilities and talents
of your students-musicians because they are able to prepare some songs,
poems of artistic works which could be implemented during the presentation
of the educational material. You are able to visit this link:

An integrated lesson could be realized by two teachers of different
fields of studies: English, Ukrainian, Literature, Physics, Art, etc. the task of
such lesson is to find, analyze and present some ideas, definitions, notions
which could be connected within the reality or within the imaginary world.

The Lesson-discussion helps us to reveal the students’ ability to
set, to ground and analyze the problem, to solve it during the determined
time. Certainly they must be equipped by the additional information or
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algorithms. This will make them to to conduct the analysis, to formulate
conclusions, to interpret result of the activity.

Translation practice reveals the students’ abilities to create their own
verses, poems or to translate the existing songs. For example during the
Interactive course of English (the lesson was conducted with the help of
ZOOM) we suggested students to choose the song or the verse and the
teacher had to translate their favourite song. Next lesson was devoted to the
watching musical video of this song, to the discussion of the content of the
original verse and translation. Students and pupils of the school Ne 11 (who
were invited with the help of the active link in ZOOM) were really motivated
and got interested in developing their own poetic personality. These are
samples of translation which were made by Oksana Khalabuzar.

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ABSTRACT

A competitive specialist in any field must have both professional skills and
«soft skills»: the ability to think creatively and manage time, communication skills,
networking, project management, effective teamwork, personal -effectiveness,
management and strategic skills. There is also the concept of emotional intelligence,
the ability to negotiate and be convincing (self-confident). Attention is paid to
systematic thinking and assessment of risks and consequences of one's own actions,
service orientation, etc. The concept of «soft skills» is quite new and little studied in
Ukraine, but it is given a lot of attention by employers. The purpose of the article is to
review and organize the formed views on creativity; substantiation of the ratio of soft,
innovative and communicative skills and the development of the future specialist; it
has been proven that creativity is a concept that develops throughout life, but function
best in childhood (a period when non-standard thinking thrives).

It is established that creativity (as a kind of soft skills) in combination with
innovative and communicative technologies create an innovation that allows to
educate a highly qualified competent specialist, ready for decisive action. It is
analyzed and substantiated that the use of innovative tools (3D pen modeling)
promotes the development of creativity from an early age, opens up to the person the
widest possible opportunities and prospects. The process, basic rules, mistakes
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during modeling, intersectoral connections, as well as the need for 3D modeling for
different professions are covered. 3D pen modeling becomes the basis for
understanding and using 3D printing both for everyday life and for the global needs of
mankind. The acquired skills and knowledge allow to become a developer on the
border of different industries, both related and non-related. Therefore, intersectoral
communication and understanding of different technologies come to the fore.

potential opportunities (motivational, intellectual, operational, emotional and volitional) and
recover from physical and psychological stress. The external conditions for the emergence of
acme masters of industrial training are determined: assistance in mastering the means
necessary for the development of pedagogical thinking, creativity, individuality of the
personality and his spiritual potential; ensuring the implementation of personally and socially
significant prospects in professional activities; stimulating the process of self-improvement;
strengthening the integration role of acme-psychological support as a holistic and continuous
process of study, analysis, formation, development, self-development and correction of the
specialists personality; development and realization of the corresponding maintenance,
models, algorithms of acmeological technologies, adequate means of methodical
maintenance, diagnostics and assessment of the professional developmentdynamics.

The tools of accumulation of professional activityresults in the context of acme are
characterized. In particular, the acmeogram, which indicates the types of professional activities
and personality qualities that lead not only to the masters of industrial training socially necessary
results, but also provide progressive development and professional development, promotion to
high levels of professionalism; portfolio as a description in any form of educational and
professional achievements of industrial trainingmasters, which includes information on the main
stages of activity, professional development, including the achieved results, information on
participation in projects, publications, methodological developments, etc.

They can be related to the satisfaction of physiological needs, security needs, social
needs, the need for self-affirmation, self-expression, the desire to succeed, to join, the
desire for power, reward.

A technique that complements the identification of motives for work is to
discuss with a person his life prospects, life projects, thinking about his life strategies
and tactics, ways to overcome psychological barriers, identify areas of activity, real
steps to achieve the goal, planning skills, self-management. Trainings in a free,
relaxed environment will help to master your own capabilities and prospects. Students
must clearly identify the strengths and weaknesses of a person with special needs.
Students must not only master the basic methods of teaching disciplines related to the
labor training of people with special educational needs, but also be able to provide
communication assistance in certain government agencies. Future professionals
already during training should understand, practically use skills of financial literacy.
During the preparation of future specialists of special education for labor education
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and vocational guidance of students with special educational needs, we consider it
necessary during the study to provide students with teaching methods of disciplines
«Manual labor», «Technology», «Social orientation», to acquaint young people with
ways to master basic social skills, basics of professional orientation.
